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The Russian Revolution, with its driving forces influenced by Marxist ideas, had a
transnational and cross-border nature. The Russian Revolution had an international aspect
in two ways, in terms of its universal ideology and in terms of the assumption of the
socialist revolution, the perspective of trying to spread the revolution and include the
whole world. The other is in terms of the international nature of the Communist Manifesto.
This centrality of thought in the revolutionary leader was traced by changing directions in
the field of geography, the compass of which was the necessity and inevitability of the
world revolution and bringing the October Revolution out of isolation, even by changing
the direction and alternating the East and West in the international model of the October
Revolution. The main issue of this research is to examine the backgrounds and theoretical
approaches of the leaders in considering the East as an alternative geopolitics in the
strategy of the world revolution. Attention to the East and Asian countries has been traced
as a turn in the approaches of the leaders of the revolution. The author believes that the
social structure, geographical components, and security issues played a significant role in
the final formation of the geopolitical issue for the leaders of the Soviet revolution. The
assumption of the research is that the stable political and social structure and the historical
concerns of the Russian people and the Soviet revolution were important concerns for
major decision-making by the revolutionary leaders, and of course, special attention was
paid to the East and Central Asian countries. The disappointment of promising
developments in line with the world revolution in Europe and Western countries led to the
inclusion of Asian countries on the agenda as a source of developments in line with the
international attitudes of the revolution. The research method is descriptive-analytical and

the data collection method is documentary-library.
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Introduction

The hegemonic nature of the Russian Revolution and the approach of the revolutionary leaders
stem from the natural characteristics of this country, and since territorial expansion was a
necessity for the continuation of the revolutionary structure, the characteristics of the world
revolution can also be examined within the scope of this requirement. Kissinger considers this
approach to be in line with revolutionary requirements. It seems that what is considered in the
West as authoritarian hegemony has been proposed in Russia as a fundamental necessity and a
prerequisite for the exercise of government (and the conditions of survival). This idea was
considered by the revolutionary leaders in the formation of the export of the revolution in the
form of both "permanent revolution" and "building socialism in one country". If Europe is at
the forefront of Russia's intellectual preoccupations, it is normal because the policy of all those
who have led it, as well as their predecessors during the imperial period, was based on their
country being a European power. But in the case of vast Asia, which extends from the Great
Ocean to the Mediterranean Sea, Russia first thought of using it as a security zone, then as a
space for encroachment and finally to gain influence in the region. Therefore, Orientalism and
Westernism were based on ideological components that Soviet Russia had defined for itself as
a security identity. This necessity can be traced in an ideological system in the approaches of
revolutionary leaders.

Method

The research method is descriptive-analytical and the data collection method is documentary-
library. The main issue of this research is to examine the context and theoretical approaches of
leaders in considering the East as an alternative geopolitics in the strategy of global revolution.
Attention to the East and Asian countries has been traced as a turn in the approaches of the
leaders of the revolution.

Results and Discussion

— The revolutionary leaders' perceptions of world developments and the arrangement of
economic mechanisms as an influential principle in the process of world developments lead
them to the conclusion that the internationalist face of the October Revolution cannot
remain confined to a limited national framework, and given the nature of the global
economy and the global scale of class struggles, which in the second half of the 19th century
and the early 20th century, all revolutionary movements were examined and evaluated
according to this principle, it gave socialist revolutions an international character.

— The West, as a geopolitical neighbor, has played a very important role as a symbolic
reference for redefining the revolutionary identity of revolutionary Russia. This process can
be traced in three levels of recognition of the revolutionary structure, ignoring it, and intense
confrontation in Russian history. The political structure after the October Revolution has
fluctuated at the level of confrontation and recognition, which can be traced in the conflicts
between Trotsky and Stalin.

— Through revolution or annexation of other countries, the Soviet Union has secured its
borders in the Far East and a large part of the Asian continent, and has also realized some
of its dreams of opening sea routes.

— The Bolshevik government was also forced to pursue fixed strategic goals, just as the Tsarist
decision-making apparatus had pursued them. The reason for this is the unspoken similarity
in the external form of political behavior. As a determined believer in these stages of
achieving a series of world revolutions, Trotsky strives to free the October Revolution from
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national and geographical limitations and to use all human capacities to achieve this
ultimate goal.

— The look to the East and the sparks that promised promising developments on the front
against the West, i.e. the mysterious world of the East, embodied for the Soviet
revolutionaries, attracted interested glances. This influence took a gradual course, given the
novelty of the influence of the East and the lack of a true understanding of the depth and
nature of the developments. But in this part of the world, too, the actions and approach of
Lenin and Trotsky in the initial stage and of Stalin and Bukharin in the later stages to these
developments promised the opening of new fronts to strike at capitalism and save the
revolution from isolation and its survival. These "strategic reserves" gradually attracted
attention and occupied the most central foreign policy discussions in the years 1926 to 1928.

Conclusions

Russia may be the exception that proves the rule. If there is a rule about “legacies,” the
centuries-old question of whether Russia should become part of the West or pursue its own
unique Eastern path was re-examined with the October Revolution, the simultaneous
developments in some Western countries, and the failure of the revolution in its international
perspective, given its established ideological foundations. The leaders of the revolution
formulated the real ideological legacy of the Soviet Union into a geopolitical concern and as a
major strategy. Which, if the revolutionary structure was to remain faithful to a pristine
doctrine, would mean integrating world revolution into the basic goals of the Soviet state and
people for survival and security. Attention to the East as an alternative component and, of
course, a shortcut to achieving the ideal of a world revolution led to new ideological formations
in the original strategy of world revolution centered on Western societies. The tension between
the ideological appeal of the West and the requirements and necessities of attention to the East
is identified as the most important feature of the geopolitical strategy of the October Revolution
and the approach of the leaders of the revolution. The leaders of the revolution could not
overcome this longing for the legacy of tsarism, so they created the necessary conditions for
attention to it with an ideological veneer. The most important effective components for this
controversial but precise replacement, in addition to ideological foundations, are authoritarian
traditions and long-term approaches from the East as one of the most important strategies
continued in the political and social structure of Russia. Therefore, this ideological model is
transformed into a security strategy and an attempt at survival.
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
